WHEREAS, the Nazi’s killed six million Jews, decimating the European Jewish community and
shattering the lives of survivors; 5 million others also were targeted for death based on their race,
nationality, religion, disability, sexual orientation, political opposition and a host of other reasons; and

WHEREAS, accomplished under the dark cloud of World War I1, the Holocaust is one of the
most terrible episodes in the history of our world; and

WHEREAS, the history of the Holocaust offers an opportunity to reflect on the moral
responsibilities of individuals, societies and governments; and

WHEREAS, we the people of the State of Idaho should always remember the terrible events of
the Holocaust and should remain vigilant against bigotry and tyranny; and

WHEREAS, the Days of Remembrance have been set aside for the people of the State of Idaho to
remember the inhumanity of those who perpetrated the Holocaust as well as to reflect upon our own
humanity and the need for respect of all people;
