WHEREAS, community action agencies have helped 237,529 people in 103,312 Idaho families
meet a basic need or progress towards self-sufficiency in 2012; and

WHEREAS, community action agencies are major participants in the reform of the welfare
system as we know it; and

WHEREAS, welfare reform in Idaho has benefitted from the State’s partnership with community
action agencies; and

WHEREAS, those with limited income continue to need opportunities to improve their lives and
their living conditions, thus ensuring that all citizens are able to live in dignity; and

WHEREAS, Idaho and the entire United States must continue promoting economic security by
providing opportunities for all citizens to achieve their potential;
