WHEREAS, school nurses act as a liaison to the school community, parents and health-care
providers on behalf of children’s health; and

WHEREAS, school nurses support the health and educational success of children and youth by
developing and providing programs and leadership; and

WHEREAS, school nurses understand the link between health and learning and are in a position
to make a positive difference for children every day;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, C.L. “BUTCH” OTTER, Governor of the State of Idaho, do hereby
proclaim May 8, 2013 to be

NATIONAL SCHOOL NURSE DAY

in Idaho, and urge Idahoans to celebrate and acknowledge the accomplishments of school nurses
throughout the state and their efforts of meeting the needs of today’s students.
