political power is inherent in the people,” and that, “Government is instituted for their equal 
protection and benefit;” and 

 
WHEREAS, the aforementioned principles make our country unique in that the people 

are sovereign and the government is established to serve and defend these rights; and 
 
WHEREAS, members of the first annual Idaho Patriot Academy have gathered to learn 

about the proper role of good governance, the significance of the solemn oath of office to uphold 
the Constitution, the importance of a free market system and private property rights, all of which 
are imperative for a free society.
