WHEREAS, the State of Idaho also recognizes the services amateur radio’s people provide to our
many emergency response organizations during power outages and other natural disasters; and

WHEREAS, these same individuals have further demonstrated their value in public assistance by
providing free radio communications for local parades, bike-a-thons, walk-a-thons, fairs and other charitable
public events throughout Idaho; and

WHEREAS, the State of Idaho recognizes and appreciates the diligence of these “hams’” who also
serve as weather spotters in the Skyward program of the National Weather Service; and

WHEREAS, amateur radio once again proved its undisputed relevance in the modern world by
providing emergency communications when other systems failed in the devastation of Hurricanes Katrina and
Rita in the United States and in the tsunami catastrophe overseas; and

WHEREAS, the American Radio Relay League (ARRL) is the leading organization for amateur radio
in the United States; and

WHEREAS, the ARRL Amateur Radio Field Day exercise will take place on June 28-29, 2014 and is a
24-hour emergency preparedness exercise and demonstration of the radio amateurs’ skills and readiness to
provide self-supporting communications without further infrastructure being required; over 225 Idahoans will
be participating at 20 locations within Idaho;
