WHEREAS, Eunice Kennedy Shriver, founder of the Special Olympics movement, was the leading 
international advocate for the rights of people with intellectual disabilities; and  
  

WHEREAS, Eunice Kennedy Shriver demonstrated an indomitable spirit that showed others that one 
person could make a difference and change the world; and  
  

WHEREAS, the Special Olympics movement has grown from a few hundred athletes to some 3.7 million 
athletes in over 180 countries throughout the world; and  
  

WHEREAS, more than 33,000 people in Idaho have an intellectual disability; and  
  

WHEREAS, through the simple platform of sports, Special Olympics Idaho has been empowering this 
population, changing attitudes, fostering community building, and providing healthcare for over 40 years; and  
  

WHEREAS, Special Olympics Idaho continues to provide year-round sports training, competition, 
outreach  and health screenings to more than 2,600 people with intellectual disabilities in the state of Idaho; and  
  

WHEREAS, around the world, thousands of people will be celebrating Eunice Kennedy Shriver Day by 
committing to perform Eunice Kennedy Shriver acts of inclusion and acceptance for and with persons with
